LABORAL CENTRO DE ARTE TO HOST SOME OF THE PERFORMANces OF the second edition of the l.E.V. Festival
The Centre’s LAbcafé will be the stage for the performances scheDuled for this saturday.
This weekend, LABoral Centro de Arte will host some of the concerts scheduled for the second edition of the L.E.V. Festival. L.E.V., or the Laboratorio de Electrónica Visual [Visual Electronic Laboratory], is a place where the image and electronic music come together as a new form of artistic expression in order to bring to the public eye a selection of the most interesting work being done in this field both locally and internationally by young and talented creators as well as by already established artists.

The Festival was conceived and developed by the Asturian collective Datatrón 0x3F comprising Fiumfoto (Nacho de la Vega and Cristina de Silva) and Francisco Suárez. The Festival will celebrate its second edition in the Ciudad de la Cultura [City of Culture] thanks to the collaborative efforts of the collective, LABoral Centro de Arte y Creación Industrial and Laboral Escena. The Festival will be staged at LABoral Centro de Arte just as it was for its first edition, but this time two new spaces are being conjoined for the occasion: the Church and the renovated Theatre of the Ciudad de la Cultura.
L.E.V., an acronym that pays tribute to Lev Therman (Russian scientist and founding father of today’s synthesiser’s), returns for its second edition with a programme marked by innovation and quality. The Festival is the first one dedicated to digital and contemporary art and experimental music held in Asturias (Spain), joining the commitment to appraise audiovisual culture as the principal art form of our time.
As technology advances, day after day, an infinite number of new media are made available – the perfect tools for the logical evolution of any artistic expression. Every day, more people are using new technologies to express their artistic inquietudes, making festivals or shows that exhibit such new projects indispensible. L.E.V.’s attention is clearly focused upon these expressions that need to be discovered, that require events that help them reach the largest possible audience. 
From the beginning, L.E.V.’s philosophy has been built upon the foundations of electronic music, but it does not neglect complimentary programmes with a clear vision toward fostering growth through workshops, conferences and digital art (installations, netart). This is demonstrated by the two activities to be shown exclusively during the two days of the Festival – the piece Kindertotenlieder and the installation Siren – as well as the special workshop to be given on Saturday afternoon. The programme, however, is comprised primarily of live audiovisual performances to be given during the 2nd and 3rd of May, 2008 that offer some of the world’s most interesting examples of electronic music and contemporary visual art. 
Just as for L.E.V.’s first edition, Datatrón 0x3F has selected a balanced array of performances that include progenitors (such as promising new talent), established local, national and international projects, as well as those that are considered, without a doubt, to be today’s artistic geniuses or transgressors in the field. The goal is to show these artists’ most recent work to the general public in order to encourage a discussion that enriches the relationship between spectator, art work and new digital languages, supported by didactic workshops and the exchange of ideas. This should help foster a better understanding of new expressive media and create a kind of showcase for the work of young local creators without compromising the specifically artistic quality of the experience.
